55.9 percent (33-of-59) from the field en 
route to an 82-59 win over No. 3-seed 
Oklahoma in the Phillips 66 Big 12 
Championship quarterfinal on Saturday. 

•	 Tynice Martin poured in a game-high 21 
points, while Teana Muldrow added 19 
points and eight rebounds. Other double-
figure scorers included 13 points from 
Katrina Pardee and 12 points from Lanay 
Montgomery. 

•	 WVU’s 48 first half points were the most 
scored in a Big 12 Tournament game for 
the Mountaineers and the most scored in a 
half since Texas’ 52 in 2008. 

•	 WVU’s win is the fifth time in the Big 12 
Championship that a No. 6 seed has upset 
a No. 3 seed in the second round, and only 
the second time in the last 13 years (Texas, 
2015). 

BOLSTERING THE RESUME
•	 As of Sunday, West Virginia holds a team 

RPI of 53 with six top 100 RPI victories.
•	 WVU holds four top 50 RPI wins including 

two over No. 20 Oklahoma, one over No. 
21 Kansas State and another against No. 
38 Auburn.  

•	 WVU has three wins over AP Top 25 
opponents this season (OU twice, K-State) 
- the most since the 2013-14 season.

WVU ADVANCES TO BIG 12 SEMIS
•	 West Virginia is the No. 6-seed for the 

second time in the Phillips 66 Big 12 
Championship. WVU was also the No. 
6-seed in the 2013 tournament.  

•	 In previous years, WVU earned a No. 
2-seed in 2014 after sharing the regular-
season title, a No. 7-seed in 2015 and a 
No. 3-seed in 2016.

•	 WVU is 3-2 overall in the conference 
tournament as a No. 6-seed. 

•	 With an 82-58 win over No. 3-seed 
Oklahoma on Saturday, WVU advances to 
its third Big 12 semifinal apperance in five 
years (2014, 2016 and 2017). 

•	 West Virginia is making back-to-back 
conference tournament semifinal 
appearances for the first time since 2006-
07.

•	 Overall, the program has made 17 
conference tournament semifinal 
appearances with eight of those under 
Mike Carey.  Carey’s teams are 17-15 (.531) 
all-time in conference tournaments. 

•	 A win Sunday would give WVU its fifth 
conference tournament title game 
appearance and second in the Big 12 
(1989, 2006, 2010, 2014). 

•	 WVU reached the Big 12 Championship 
finals in 2014 after knocking off Texas, 67-
60, in the semifinal round.

12 All-Defensive Team for a second year, while 
garnering All-Big 12 Honorable Mention. 

•	 Junior Teana Muldrow earned her first 
conference recognition with All-Big 12 
Honorable Mention.  

MULDROW REACHES 1,000 POINTS
•	 Teana Muldrow became just the 33rd 

Mountaineer to reach the 1,000-point 
milestone with a made free throw at the 5:10 
mark of the second quarter vs. TCU (Feb. 22). 

•	 In the victory over TCU, the junior from East 
Orange, New Jersey, scored a career-best 
25 points and grabbed 14 rebounds for her 
seventh double-double of the season.

•	 Currently, she has reached double-digit 
scoring in eight consecutive games.

•	 The All-Big 12 Honorable Mention selection is 
third in the Big 12 with 5.9 defensive rebounds 
per game, third with 8.5 rebounds per game 
and is seventh with 14.9 points per game.

•	 Muldrow is 12th all-time at WVU with 115 
career made treys, 12th with 85 blocks and 
14th with 617 rebounds. 

•	 Muldrow is the active team leader with 54 
games scored in double-figures.

SINGLE-SEASON NOTABLES
•	 Tynice Martin (554) is third all-time on WVU’s 

sophomore scoring list. 
•	 Martin is the 16th Mountaineer to score 500 or 

more points in a season.
•	 Martin’s 65 3-pointers are sixth for a 

Mountaineer sophomore. 
•	 Lanay Montgomery’s 86 blocked shots are 

second all-time by a West Virginia senior and 
sixth overall. 

•	 If the season concluded today, Montgomery’s 
68.2 field goal percentage would break her 
own WVU single-season record (58.9%).

Montgomery.

•	 Montgomery and Teana Muldrow have 
combined for 19 double-doubles.

•	 With Muldrow’s three consecutive double-
doubles from Feb. 22 to Feb. 27, she 
became the first Mountaineer since Korinne 
Campbell (2010) to registered three double-
doubles.
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ANOTHER 20-WIN SEASON
•	 West Virginia secured its 11th 20-win season 

under the direction of 16th year coach Mike 
Carey with a 73-54 victory over Kansas.

•	 Overall, the program has produced 15 20-
win seasons with 11 of those coming under 
Carey.

•	 WVU’s victory set a school-record as the 
fourth consecutive year of reaching 20 or 
more wins. 

MONTGOMERY CLIMBS TO FOURTH
•	 Lanay Montgomery has 905 total rebounds, 

which rank fourth all-time at WVU. 
•	 Additionally, Montgomery has corralled 313 

career offensive rebounds, which are fourth.
•	 Montgomery leads the Big 12 with a 68.2 

field goal percentage (146-of-214).
•	 If the trend continues, Montgomery can 

become the Mountaineers’ best shooter in 
program history surpassing Olayinka Sanni 
(55.7%). Her career field goal percentage of 
59.9% currently ranks first at WVU. 

•	 She has shot 41 percent or better in 27-of-
31 games this season.

•	 She earned All-Big 12 Honorable Mention 
and was selected to the Big 12 All-Defensive 
Team for a second consecutive year. 

•	 WVU is 12-2 this season when Montgomery 
makes six or more field goals in a contest. 

•	 Montgomery’s 10 double-doubles this 
season are a career-best and are 14th all-
time. 

•	 Montgomery is the first Mountaineer since 
Maria Tchobanova in 1999 to reach 19 or 
more career double-doubles. Her 19 double-
doubles are seventh all-time at WVU.

•	 Montgomery’s 319 career blocks are second 
all-time at WVU and fourth all-time in the Big 
12 Conference. 

•	 With her five blocks against Mount St. 
Mary’s on Dec. 21, Montgomery moved past 
Asya Bussie (270) for No. 2 on WVU’s all-
time career blocks list.

•	 Montgomery’s 17/18 performance against 
Charleston Southern is the best for a 
Mountaineer since Donna Abbott inked 22 
points and grabbed 19 rebounds against 
Rutgers in Feb. 1991.

•	 Montgomery tallied a career-high 23 points, 
grabbed 18 rebounds and blocked six shots 
against Morehead State on Nov. 30. 

•	 She joined Georgeann Wells (1984) as the 
only Mountaineers to score 20+, rebound 
18+ and block 5+ in a game. 

•	 On Dec. 7, Montgomery garnered NCAA 
Weekly Starting Five honors for her 
performance against Morehead State.

Montgomery Achieves Historic Feat in Opener
	 Senior Lanay Montgomery’s recorded a historic 
performance of 17 points and 18 rebounds to pace 
the No. 22/25 ranked West Virginia University women’s 
basketball team to a season-opening, 88-38, victory over 
Charleston Southern on Saturday.
 	 West Virginia (1-0) sprinted out to an 11-5 lead 
before Charleston Southern (0-1) cut the game to 11-9 
midway through the first quarter. WVU utilized a 12-2 
run and held CSU scoreless for a seven minute stretch 
that lasted late in the second quarter and the first three 
minutes of the third quarter. The Mountaineers are now 
13-3 all-time in season openers under Mike Carey and 
29-15 all-time.
 	 Montgomery was one of three WVU players to 
score 17 points in the contest and did something a 
Mountaineer had not accomplished in 25 years. The 
senior from Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, connected a 
perfect 7-of-7 from the field and added 3-of-4 from the 
charity stripe in 21 minutes. Montgomery’s impressive 
17 point and 18 rebound performance was the best for 
a WVU women’s basketball player since Donna Abbott 
posted 22 points and 19 rebounds against Rutgers on 
Feb. 28, 1991. The double-double marked the 10th in 
Montgomery’s career and she has now pulled down 
double-digit boards in back-to-back games.
 	 Overall, West Virginia connected on 50.8 percent (32-
of-63) from the field and 39.1 percent from behind the 
arc (9-of-23). The Mountaineers held CSU to just 17.7 
percent (11-of-62) shooting, as the Buccaneers became 
the 17th opponent in WVU program history to only make 
11 or less field goals.
	 West Virginia outmanned Charleston Southern, 60-31, 
on the boards and outscored CSU 38-2 in the paint. 
WVU capitalized with 21 second chance points and 24 
points off 16 Buccaneers turnovers.
 	 Junior Teana Muldrow scored 17 points, collected 
seven rebounds, dished out three assists and snatched a 
pair of steals. Tynice Martin also eclipsed double figures 
with 17 points, making 7-of-13 from the field and 3-of-7 
from the 3-point line.
 	 Chania Ray distributed a career-high 11 assists – the 
most for a Mountaineer point guard since Linda Stepney 
recorded 12 against Saint Francis in Dec. 2014. Ray also 
registered four rebounds and two steals.
 	 A couple of other Mountaineers reach career highs: 
Anja Martin tallied a personal-best eight points and 
Desiree Rhodes corralled a new career-high in 12 
boards. Kristina King, the Big 12 Conference Preseason 
Newcomer of the Year, scored eight points in her WVU 
debut.

Martin’s 21 points leading the way in the No. 19/23-ranked 
West Virginia University women’s basketball team’s 82-59 
victory over High Point on Sunday at the WVU Coliseum.
 	 A high-scoring first quarter saw the Mountaineers hold 
a slight 28-22 edge. The team built its halftime advantage 
to 45-31.

Montgomery Moves WVU Past Morehead State
	  A stellar performance from senior center Lanay 
Montgomery propelled the No. 16/17-ranked West Virginia 
University women’s basketball team to a 94-53 victory over 
Morehead State on Wednesday at the WVU Coliseum.
 	 West Virginia held an early eight-point advantage, but 
MSU’s Katelyn Byrd made a triple with 3:09 remaining 
in the first quarter to give Morehead State a 15-14 lead. 
Montgomery’s layup 35 seconds later sparked a 13-0 
Mountaineer run. Later in the second quarter, WVU used 
a Montgomery layup and a Katrina Pardee three-pointer 
to jump start a 17-0 spurt. West Virginia (8-0) scored its 
second-most points of the season and rolled to a 29th 
consecutive win against nonconference competition at the 
WVU Coliseum.

 	 Montgomery’s historic performance included a career-
high 23 points, matching a season-high 18 rebounds and 
blocking six shots in 25 minutes. She made 10-of-11 field 
goal attempts for 90.9 percent shooting from the field. 
The Pittsburgh native was just the second WVU player 
in history to score at least 20-plus points, grab at least 
18-plus rebounds and block five or more shots. Only WVU 
Hall of Famer Georgeann Wells had a better performance 
against Marshall in 1984, scoring 35 points, pulling down 19 
rebounds and blocking eight shots.

	  The No. 13/14-ranked West Virginia University 
women’s basketball team shot a season-high 59.7 
percent from the field and improved to 10-0 in a 91-33 
victory over USC Upstate on Saturday.
 	 West Virginia opened the contest on an 11-2 run and 
never trailed. The Mountaineers used a 21-0 scoring 
spurt in the third and fourth quarters to pick up their 
31st consecutive win over a nonconference opponent 
at the WVU Coliseum.

	 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team was 
unable to hold a 15-point lead and eventually fell, 90-87, in a 
double overtime loss to No. 19 Oklahoma on Tuesday, at the 
Lloyd Noble Center.
 	 The Mountaineers (16-8, 4-8) opened the game with a 
9-0 run and held a 15-point lead midway through the third 
quarter.

Lanay Montgomery finished with 
10 points and nine rebounds. Chania Ray and Muldrow each 
dished out five assists in the setback.

	 The West Virginia University women’s basketball team 
knocked down a school-record 17 three-pointers in a 79-53 
win over Oklahoma State on Saturday evening in front of 
4,024 fans at the WVU Coliseum for the Play4Kay pink game.
 	 After one period of play, it remained a two-point margin 
as WVU held a 14-12 advantage. However, WVU responded 
with seven three-pointers in the second quarter and held a 
39-24 halftime edge. The three-point hot streak continued in 
the second half, as WVU responded with eight more makes 
from behind the arc. The Mountaineers (17-8, 5-8) maintained 
a comfortable lead in the second half and never trailed the 
Cowgirls (13-11, 3-10).
 	 Coming off a 35-point performance at Oklahoma, 
sophomore Tynice Martin once again had a stellar game 
by scoring a game-high 30 points and grabbing eight 
rebounds in 35 minutes. The sophomore became the first 
Mountaineer since Meg Bulger in 2005 to score 30 or more 
points in back-to-back games. The Atlanta native knocked 
down a career-best 7-of-10 from three-point range, tying 
for the second-most three-pointers made by a West Virginia 
sophomore in a game.
 	 Teana Muldrow registered her sixth double-double of 
the season and second consecutive with 14 points and 13 
rebounds. She also blocked two shots in 34 minutes. Katrina 
Pardee made 4-of-5 from three-point range and finished with 
12 points. 
	 Offensively, WVU shot 46.0 percent (29-of-63) from 
the field and 58.6 percent (17-of-29) from behind the arc. 
Oklahoma State was limited to 37.3 percent shooting (19-of-
51) and 16.7 percent (2-of-12) from3-point range. WVU won 
the rebound battle, 37-32.
 	 A pair of Martin jumpers and a Muldrow three-pointer put 
the Mountaineers up 7-2 in the first three and a half minutes 
of Saturday’s contest. However, Oklahoma State fought back 
to trim the game to one, 7-6. The game remained close for 
the rest of the period, but a Brewer driving layup gave WVU a 
14-12 edge at the end of the quarter.
 	 Strong perimeter play in the second quarter propelled the 
Mountaineers to a 39-24 halftime advantage. Seven of West 
Virginia’s nine field goals were from behind the arc, setting a 
new school quarter record. Pardee banked three treys, while 
Muldrow followed with two. Martin and Brewer also knocked 
down triples. WVU outscore OSU, 25-12, in the period.

 	 A free throw early in the first quarter gave Kansas (8-21, 
2-16) a lead for 12 seconds, but the Mountaineers would use 
a 15-3 run from there to take a double-figure lead for the 
remainder of the contest. WVU extended its lead to 29 in the 
third quarter, but KU outscored the Mountaineers, 16-11, in 
the final period.
	 Tynice Martin finished with a team-high 17 points, while 
grabbing six rebounds. Teana Muldrow became the first 
Mountaineer since Korinne Campbell in 2010 to record a 
double-double in three consecutive games after scoring 
15 points and grabbing a game-high 11 rebounds. Junior 
Kristina King knocked down 6-of-7 from the field and finished 
with 13 points and five rebounds.
